Attendance and Tardy Policy:
Planned absences due to extra-curricular events (ex. football, volleyball, etc.) or other happenings require students to pick up and complete missed work prior to leaving. Commitments to sports, band, FFA, drama, or any other extra-curricular activities are NOT an excuse to turn in late work! When students are absent because of an unplanned occurrence, they are responsible for obtaining the assignments, handouts, notes, etc. from a responsible classmate.  The absence of a student is their responsibility.  Makeup work from an unplanned absence are due the second day after the absence. In addition, tardies will be recorded. Be aware that tardies have consequences as stated in the Student Handbook.

Grading Policy:
In this class students will complete daily assignments, homework, quizzes, projects/papers, and tests.  If they are absent when a test or quiz is given, they must see me to arrange a make-up time. Make up tests take precedence over other before and after school activities, so students must be prepared to make the necessary arrangements when missing tests. Cheating procedures outlined in the Student Handbook will be followed in this classroom.

Late Work and Extra Credit:
Students, please be aware that work turned in any time after the due date will only receive half credit.  In the case of late work, students may visit with me about extenuating circumstances. Also, students will have the occasional opportunity to earn extra credit points on random quizzes, tests, and special projects.

Procedures for Turning in Assignments:
1. All work is due at the beginning of the period, unless specified otherwise.  If it is not in the teacher’s possession at the time of collection, students will not get credit.
2. All work must be written in blue/black ink or pencil ONLY.
3. Some work may be collaborative when designated by the teacher. Students will list all names and contribute equally to the work. 
4. Students will have a set of chrome books in my room that they are encouraged to use during class time. Most of the students’ work will be submitted to me in paper copy, but in special circumstances they will be submitted via Google. 

Course Description:
The eleventh grade course focuses on American literature from the Revolutionary period to the present. Through immersion in the literature of Poe, Fitzgerald, Hemmingway, Steinbeck, Kerouac, and others, students develop an ear for English metrical forms. By the end of the eleventh grade, students have become familiar with some of the major works and ideas of American literature, have perfected their skills of literary analysis, and have been taught proper writing technique.
